Each month, water system, PWS ID# :
is required to submit water samples for bacteriological testing. The samples we submitted
during contained coliform bacteria. The presence of

coliform bacteria indicates a potential problem with our water treatment system or the pipes that
distribute the treated water. Whenever we find coliform bacteria in a routine sample, the Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality requires us to collect a specific number of repeat samples
to help determine whether or not there is a problem.

The failure to collect any or all of these repeat samples is a monitoring violation and we are
required to notify you of this violation.
